Order, Debit Card, Visa, MasterCard, American Express, and Discover
Card.

Additional fees will be required if requesting same day service.

UTILITY BILL AND HOW TO PAY YOUR BILL
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The City of Upland bills for water and sewer services on a bi-monthly basis. You will
be assigned one account number for both services. The utility bills will alternate every
other month, one month being billed for water service (two months of billing), and the
following month being billed for sewer service (two months of billing).

Remove this stub and
return with payment. Please ensure the mailing address is visible through the window
on the return envelope. Please refer to the back of your bill for additional payment
options.
9. Note: If your account is enrolled in AutoPay, you will see a “Do Not Pay” message
here on the stub.

The yard sale permit is
valid for up to three consecutive days and up to three yard sales
may be held at a single address per calendar year. Visit
www.uplandca.gov/yard-sale for more information.
